Little Devotions

devotion. Although your child is now only 1,2, or 3yearsold, it’s not too earlyto begin teaching them
howto do this in simple ways.

How can | begin to teach my Beginner child to turn his or her heart to Jesus?

1. PRAY: Every day, pray for your child’s heartto be opened to Jesus.

2. INTHE EVERYDAY MOMENTS: Look for opportunities to talk about Jesus and how much you
love Him. Sing simple songs about this andteach your child to sing along with you. Spontaneous,
authentic praise at this age isan important part ofbuilding faith.

For You, Parents

Have you ever stopped and watched alarge bird soar, getting higher and higher with
seemingly no effort at all? The Andean condor, one of the world’s heaviest flying birds, can
fly up to 21,325 feet (6,500 meters). That is higher than Kilimanjaro, the highest peakin
Africa, or Mount Denali, the highest peakin North America.

How do such large birds fly so high?Itis called thermal soaring—pockets of hot rising air
thatbirds will ride to go higher and higher. Thisis the samerisinghot air thatcan cause
turbulence when flyingin an airplane. Watching a large bird soar so peacefully on this
turbulent air is awonder. Scientists study this phenomenonto learn more aboutimproving
human-made flight. It seems that birds use a “go with the flow” method. This means that
they do not worry whether the airis taking them inthe direction they wantto go, but rather
allow the air to take them in circles to reach higher altitudes, where the wind is smoother
and faster. They then glide as they search for food, losing altitude until catching another
thermal upward.

When finding yourself amid bumpy times, is your tendency totry to control your
situation? It can be difficult to stop worrying and settlein for theride, trusting that God
cares about your every need and has a plan for good in your life. These massive birds trust
the airflow to carrythem evenwhen it seems they are going in circles without direction.
Just as the eagle that soars ontheair, you too cantrust that God will carry you through (see
Isaiah 40:31). “Spread out your case before the Lord, and whatever your anxieties and trials,
your spiritwill be braced for endurance. ... Trust in God as your present Helper, who will
overrule allthings as One who knows best” (Ellen G. White, This Day With God, p.82).

God's creation is a beautiful demonstration of His love and areminder of His
faithfulness. When storms approach, birds find shelter fromthe wind and rain in dense
bushes or close to tree trunks. As the storm passes, listen for the song of the birds. Even
while it is still raining, they will sing.

God has promised to be ourshelter in the storm. As you trustin Him you too will find that
you can sing even in the turbulent and stormy times. When you do not knowwhich direction
to turnorwhere to wait out the rain, focus on the promises of God. Watch for His provisions
to help you soar.

* Invite parents/caregivers to share prayer needs and pray together, for each other, and
for the children.

PRAISE TIME (15 MINUTES)

invite parents/caregivers fo sit on the floor with their child (where possible) or behind their
child’s chair so that they can contribute tfo their child’'s Sabbath School fime. Have props
easily on hand to be able to transition through the song to keep the children’s attention.

¢ “Shake a little Hand and Say Good Morning” (Litfle Voices Praise Him, p. 6). Welcome
children and parents by smiling and shaking hands.

“Colors” (Litfle Voices Praise Him, p.159). Blow bubbles and talk about the pretty colors
that Jesus made.

“Jesus Made the Sunshine” (Little Voices Praise Him, p. 168). Give each child a sunon a
stick to wave as they sing.

“The Trees are Gently Swaying” (Litfle Voices Praise Him, p. 115). Give each child a green
fabric strip to wave. Then sing “The Flowers are Gently Nodding” {same tune) and give
each child a fabric flower to plant in a box.

“Animals, Animals” (Litfle Voices Praise Him, p. 67). Give a toy animal to each child and
talk about the different animals God made. Which is their favorite?

“He's Got the Whole World in His Hands” (Little Voices Praise Him, p. 125). Invite children
and parents to sit on the floor and roll a ball to each other as you sing.

“Sabbath is a Happy Day” (Litfle Voices Praise Him, p. 67). Give each child a musical
instrument or shaker to play as you sing.

PRAYER TIME (2 MINUTES) RESOURCES
Sing “When it's Time to Pray” (Litfle Voices Praise Him, p. 17) and invite the children to kneel
reverently, fold their hands, and close their eyes. Pray a short prayer or ask them to repeat
after you: “Thank you Jesus for making . . . [relate to the weekly Big Idea). We love you,
Amen.”

Say: It's time for us to hear a story of how God created our big, beautiful world! Shall we see
what's inside the story bag today?

MEMORY VERSE (2 MINUTES)

Remind children each week that the wonderful story of how God created our big,
beautiful world is in a very special book called the Bible. Each week, choose one child to
come forward to carefully open your Bible.

Sing the Scripture Song, Genesis 1:1 and invite parents and children to say the memory
verse together: “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.” Genesis 1:1.

OFFERING (3 MINUTES)

Sing “To God's House” (Litfle Voices Praise Him, p. 34) and say: We bring our offerings
to show Jesus that we love Him. He will use our money to help others know about His
wonderful love too. Invite a different child each week to collect the offering.

PARENT/CHILD ACTIVITY (5 MINUTES)
Sing “Shall We Go for a Walk foday?” (Little Voices Praise Him, p. 82) as you walk with the
children around the classroom to find some nature objects (flowers, toy animals, leaves).

Then say: | wonder where the Creation Picture Cards are today? Can you find them and
bring them to me? Ask each child to share what they like about their Creation card.
(Always praise efforts and encourage parent participation.)

This segment can also include a special song of your choice for someone who has had a
birthday that week.

NATURE BOX SEGMENT (5 MINUTES)

Sing the “Nature Box” song. “What's in the nature box, I'd like to see, something inside God
made for me! Will it be green or yellow or blue, whatever it is, it's made just for YOU!”

Show the children the nature objects and invite them to hold them as you talk about them
and ask them questions. (Nature box ideas might include: fresh fruit or vegetables, shells,
leaves, flowers, bird’s nest, small plants, seeds, or smaill animals/pictures of animals.

Then say together, “Thank You, God, for creating ... !”

GOODBYE SONG (3 MINUTES)

Tell the children how happy you are that they came to Sabbath School today!

Pray: Pray a short prayer for God to be very close to the children and their families in the
week ahead.

Sing together: “Sabbath School is Over” (Little Voices Praise Him, p. 46). Wave goodbye to
the children as you sing.

Interactive Bible Story Suggestions‘:

STORY READINESS: Spend time in personal prayer each week while preparing and ask for God to lead you.

WEEK 1 — IN THE
BEGINNING

Story bag: World ball, black
cloth, creation items

Invite the children to close their
eyes tight.

Ask: Can you see anything? Can
you see the blue sky? Can you
see a big, tall tree? No? Open
your eyes!

Open your Bible, point and
say: The Bible tells us that “In
the beginning ... the earth was
empty ...” (Genesis 1:1, 2, ICB).

Say: Before anything in the whole
wide world, there was only God.
(Use big wide arms.)

Show children these suggested
props from your story bag: flower,
animal, tree twig,apple, a pretty
butterfly (picture orreal), and a
shell.

Lay each prop on the floor,
saying, “In the beginning, there
was no (slowly show and list
each prop)” At the end, place
a black cloth over them to hide
them away.

Say: God was getting ready to
create a very beautiful world for
you and me! He would fill it with
lots of colors, delicious smells,
beautiful trees, animals, and
mountains!

Say together: God is good! He

made the heavens and the earth.

WEEK 2 — GOD MADE
THE LIGHT

Story bag: Black paper, flashlight,
Creation Cards, blanket

Say: Let’s learn what God made
on day 1 in our big, beautiful
world. God is our Creator and
everything He makes is very
good!

God's strong, kind voice spoke
into the darkness and He said,
* ‘Let there be light!’ " (Genesis
1:3, ICB). And light began to
wonderfully shine all sparkling
and bright!

(Black paper to illustrate
darkness, shine a flashlight on it.
Then invite children to try it too.)

Open your Bible, point, and
say: “God saw that the light was
good” (Genesis 1:4, ICB).

{Dark blanket over a chair, invite
children to crawl through and
out into beautiful “light” that
God created.)

Finish by placing hands over
your eyes and say: NIGHTIME,
and then lift them away and
say: DAYTIME! Peek-a-boo! God
made light for you! Encourage
parents/caregivers to repeat the
pattern.

Say together: God is good! He
made the light.

WEEK 3 — GOD MADE
THE SKY

Story bag: Bottle of water and
bubbles

Say: Do you like to wake upin
the morning to light shining all
around? (Stretch arms up.) Ged
created something very special
for you on day 2.

Pass a water bottle around the
circle for the children to shake.

Say together: God is good! He
made the sky.
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WEEK 4 — GOD MADE
DRY LAND

Story bag: Rocks, small bag of
dirt/sand, container

Say: God still had more to create
for you and me. The earth was
filled with lots and lots of water!
God would do something very
special with all the water.

Open your Bible, point, and
share: God'’s strong, kind voice
spoke again saying, “ ‘Let the
water ... be gathered together
(Pour a small amount of water
into a container.) so the dry land
will appear’ " (Genesis 1:9, ICB). It
happened right away!

Pour sand/dirt into the container
so that it is over the water level.
Encourage children to come
close to see what happens. Give
some colorful rocks for them to
add to your container as they
learn about this part of the
Creation story.

Ask: Have you been to a big
ocean before, or seen a tumbling
waterfall or a HUGE mountain?
God made these things for you,
me, and His animails! Talk about
how God “named the dry land
‘earth.” He named the water that
was gathered together ‘seas’ ”
(Genesis 1:10, ICB).

Say together: God is good! He
made the dry land.

WEEK 5 — GOD MADE
THE PLANTS

Story bag: Flowers, fruit, veggies,
scent to smell, tray, and cloth

Say: God saw that everything He
made was good! The earth was
starting to look very beautiful. He
wanted to create more wonderful
things on day 3.

Say: Do you like pretty flowers?
{touch/smell) God loves to
create, and He again spoke with
His strong, kind voice. Open your
Bible, point, and say, “Geod said,
‘Let the earth produce plants’ "
{Genesis 1:11, ICB).

¢ Talk about and describe the
beautiful lowers, fruits, and
vegetables using the prop items
in your story bag.

¢ Pretend to be a big tree

by crouching down with the
children and then grow and
stretch your arms. Repeat a few
times.

* Place some different fruit/
veggies on a tray, hide them
with a cloth, remove one, and
see if they know what is missing!
Encourage and praise the
children through the process.

Say: “God saw that this was
good” (Genesis 1:10, ICB). He
made everything because He
loves you and me!

Say together: God is good. He
made the plants.
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WEEK 6 — GOD MADE
THE SUN, MOON, STARS

Story bag: Playdough, pop sticks,
sunglasses and hat, water bottle
with glitter, and flashlight

Say: God created so many
wonderful things! | wonder what
He created on day 47

Open your Bible, point, and say:
God’s kind, strong voice said,

“ ‘Let there be lights in the sky
to separate day from night' ”
(Genesis 1:14, ICB).

Ask: What gives us light during
the day? (Put on sunglasses and
a hat.)

¢ Talk about the sunshine that
keeps us warm, as you mold a
piece of yellow playdough into
the shape of a sun. Give each
child a small stick and invite
them to add a “ray” to your
playdough sun.

Ask: What gives us light during
the night?

* Pass around a water bottle
with glitter inside and show
children how to shake and
shine a flashlight through it. Talk
about the twinkling stars—flicker
flashlight on ceiling as well.

Open your Bible, point, and say:
“[God] made the brighter light to
rule the day” and a “smaller light
to rule the night. He also made
the stars” (Genesis 1:16, ICB).

Say: God loves us so much, that
He gave us warm sunshine in the
day. He gave us a bright moon
and twinkling stars at night.

Say together: Good is good. He
made the sun, moon, and stars.
